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Purpose of this booklet 
 
This information booklet will provide you with useful information about 
what to expect in Residential and Nursing Care Homes in Gwynedd and 
how to pay for your care. 
 
This booklet gives you information if you are:-  
 
• Living in a Residential or Nursing Care Home.  

• Planning to live in a Residential or Nursing Care Home. 

• The family or representative of a person living in or planning to live 
in a care home. 

 
Choosing a Residential or Nursing Home  
 
Note: In the following circumstances Gwynedd Council may ask you to 
choose/ move to a different care home that accepts the Councils standard 
fee (if the standard fee is less than the fee already in payment). 
 
1)  When the Local Health Board stops paying for your care for any 

reason and the responsibility for paying transfers to you/ Gwynedd 
Council. 

 
2). If you have already been paying in full for your care for a period through 

contracting directly with the care home, when your personal capital 
reduces and you become eligible for financial support to pay for your 
care, and if you make an application to the Council for support.  
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See page 9, ‘Cost- How much will I have to pay’. 
 
Your choice of care home can depend on a number of factors.  There are 
many different residential and nursing homes located in Gwynedd and 
beyond the county's borders.   
 
Your first step when choosing a home is to identify the nature or severity 
of your care needs. Your Social Worker will help you to identify these. 
Once you have an understanding of your needs you can then determine 
which care homes are able to meet your needs.  
 
- Residential Care 

If you have residential care needs then these needs can be met in a 
range of different homes.  These can be homes run by Gwynedd 
Council or homes that are run by the independent sector (e.g. private 
companies or charities).  Some residential homes are also able to 
provide for the needs of people with Dementia/High Dependency, but 
not every home.  

 
- Nursing Care 

If you have Nursing Care needs, you will need to find a home that can 
provide nursing care.  Some care homes provide specialist nursing care 
for people with Dementia/High Dependency, but not every home.   

 
Gwynedd Council cannot provide nursing care in Gwynedd Council 
run homes. If you have nursing care needs you will need to choose a 
suitable home that is run by the independent sector.  
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- Specialist Care  
There are care homes that specialise in providing care for people with 
specialist needs e.g. Learning Disabilities, Mental Health or Alcohol and  
Drugs Dependency. Your Social Worker will be able to help you to find 
specialist homes that meet your needs.  

 
Living in a Care or Nursing Home 
 
All care homes in Wales have to be registered and inspected by the Care 
Inspectorate Wales (CIW) or equivalent organisation.  You should be given 
written information about the Care Home and about its policies and 
procedures.  
 
Your Accommodation 
- You will have your own room unless you choose or agree to share 

- Your room will not be changed without your permission. If your 
room is changed and you have not given your permission you must tell 
your Social Worker.   

- If you are admitted to hospital your room will be kept for four weeks, 
and may be kept for a longer period with agreement from all parties. 
Your room cannot be used by anyone else or for any other use 
whilst you are in hospital.  If any new arrangements have to be made 
when you leave hospital these will be discussed with you, your relatives 
or representative.   

- You will be able to lock your room and have the key if this is 
appropriate. 
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- Your room will be kept clean, tidy, warm and odour-free at all times. 

- Staff must knock on your door before they enter your room. 

- You can go to your room whenever you wish. 

- You can have visitors in your room if and when you wish. 

- You can make telephone calls in private. 

- You are not expected to pay for any furniture or equipment provided 
by the home. 

- You can have some of your own personal belongings in your room, 
including small items of furniture.  They must meet Health and Safety 
regulations and not prevent use of equipment needed for your care e.g. 
hoists. 

- It is your responsibility to remove personal belongings when you move 
out.   

- You should check with your Care Home that their insurance policy 
covers your belongings.  You should take out your own insurance if the 
Care Home’s insurance does not cover your belongings. You can give 
your valuables to the Care Home Manager for safe keeping.  If you do, 
you should be given a receipt. 

- You may only smoke in designated areas.  This is in line with legislation 
and to reduce the risk to others.  

 
Staff 

- Staff must treat you with respect and dignity at all times. 

- Staff will be trained and supported to help them to do their jobs 
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properly.  

- There must be sufficient staff.  

- Staff should know about you and all of the care that you need. 

- Staff should respond to your requests for help as quickly as possible. 

- Staff should provide you with a service in the language of your choice 
or in your preferred method of communication i.e. sign language. 

- Staff are not allowed to accept gifts from you and cannot be 
beneficiaries of your will. 

 
Your Personal Care 
 
The help you need will be agreed between you, your Social Worker and 
your Care Home staff and will be written down in a Care Plan. You will 
have a copy of your Care Plan and your representative and family can see 
it with your permission. The Care Plan will be kept up to date by your 
Social Worker.  
 
What to expect 

- You will be encouraged to do as much for yourself as you are able to 
do.  This may include bathing, dressing, feeding, tidying / cleaning your 
room and going out   

- You are able to choose when you get up, what to wear and which 
activities to take part in 

- Where possible, you will be able to choose care staff of the same sex 
to help with personal care - for example, washing, bathing, dressing and 
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using the toilet.   
 
Your Food and Drink 

- The food that you receive should be varied and nutritional. 

- You should be served four meals a day - breakfast, lunch, tea and a light 
snack in the evening. 

- Meals should take account of any religious beliefs, preferences or 
dietary requirements that you may have. 

 
Your Social Activities 

- Your care home must provide some activities of interest to you.  You 
have the right to choose if you want to take part. 

- You may have to pay if an activity is arranged just for you, at your 
request.  

 
Looking after your Health 

- If it is possible, you can keep your own General Practitioner or you 
may have to choose a new one.  You will be able to see your General 
Practitioner or other Health Worker in private if you want to. 

- You can take your own medication or be supported to do so, unless it 
has been agreed that you are unable to manage this safely yourself.  The 
Care Home should provide somewhere lockable like a drawer or 
cabinet for you to store your medication.   

- You should not pay for any continence products or pressure relieving 
equipment. 
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- The Care Home is responsible for making arrangements for you to 
attend hospital or medical appointments.  Your family may be asked to 
accompany you to these if it is reasonable and possible 

- If a member of staff is required to accompany you to routine hospital 
appointments, you or your family may be asked to contribute to the 
cost. 

- You do not have to pay any other costs related to NHS hospital or 
NHS medical appointments.  

 
Changes in Your Care Needs  

- The staff at the home will be aware of any changes to your care.  Your 
care plan will be kept up to date and show any changes  

- If you are not happy with the care that you are receiving you can ask 
for a Service Review Meeting.  

- There will be a Service Review Meeting to review your care at least 
once a year to make sure that the home can still meet your needs. If 
you need more help than your current care home can provide, your 
Social Worker may arrange for you to move to another home. They will 
do this with you, your family or representative’s consent.    

 
Cost - Who will be paying? 
 
The Social Services and Well-being (Wales) Act 2014 gives Local 
Authorities in Wales the right to charge for residential and nursing 
services that are arranged and provided by them. 
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Gwynedd Council has adopted a charging policy that reflects the Welsh 
Government’s requirements which are laid out in the regulations and code 
of practice relating to charging fees and financial assessments.  
 
It is very important for you to understand that social care is not provided 
free of charge. Depending on your financial means you could be 
responsible for paying the full price for your care.  
 
If you have the means to pay for your care in full, and if you choose a 
home in the independent sector, you can arrange a contract directly with 
the home. In these circumstances you will pay the care home directly 
without any intervention from Gwynedd Council. However, if you wish, 
Gwynedd Council can arrange your contract on your behalf with the 
independent care home.  
 
If Gwynedd Council agrees to arrange the care on your behalf, these 
arrangements will be made under Gwynedd Council's standard contract 
terms with the providers. Gwynedd Council will pay the standard fee that 
has been agreed between Gwynedd Council and the provider. You as a 
service user will be responsible for paying a monthly contribution to 
Gwynedd Council towards the cost of the care. This contribution will 
depend on the result of the assessment of your financial means. 
 
- Residential Care 

Your care in a residential home will be paid for either entirely by you, 
or, depending on your financial means, by you and Gwynedd Council 
jointly.  
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- Nursing Care 
Your care in a nursing home will be paid for either entirely by you, or, 
depending on your financial means, by you and Gwynedd Council 
jointly.  The Local Health Board will make an additional payment to pay 
for the nursing element of your care.  

 
- Specialist Care  

Your care in a specialist home will be paid for either entirely by you, or, 
depending on your financial means, by you and Gwynedd Council 
jointly.  Due to the nature of your care needs, it is possible that other 
agencies will pay additional sums to meet some of your needs e.g. the 
Health Service or the Education Authority. You will not be required to 
contribute towards the costs of these agencies.  

 
- Continuing Health Care 

If your care needs are very severe nursing needs, the Local Health 
Board can decide that you need 'Continuing Health Care'. If this 
decision is made, the Health Board will commission the care directly 
from the provider and pay fully for your care. Neither you nor 
Gwynedd Council will have to contribute financially towards your care. 

 
Cost - How much you will have to pay 
 
Gwynedd Council Residential Homes 
 
The Council sets a 'standard fee' for all of the Council's homes. This is the 
full cost of the care that will be payable by you if it is deemed that you 
have the financial means to pay it. The standard fee that currently applies is 
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noted in 'Appendix A' at the end of this booklet.    
 
Independent Sector Homes 
 
At the beginning of every financial year, and sometimes more often, 
Gwynedd Council reviews the standard fees that are paid by Gwynedd 
Council to the care providers in the independent sector.  At present there 
are four fees that are paid, depending on your needs:  
 
1) Residential 
2) Residential - Dementia/ High Dependency 
3) Nursing 
4) Nursing - Dementia/ High Dependency 
 
The current fees are noted in 'Appendix A', at the end of this booklet. 
 
If you have arranged a contract directly with the independent home, then 
the fees noted in this sheet will not apply to you. You will need to discuss 
the fee that is payable with the home. 
 
Specialist Care Homes  
 
Usually standard fees are not agreed in advance.  The cost of your care will 
be negotiated by the Council directly with the provider. If it is deemed that 
you have the financial means, you will be expected the pay the full cost of 
your care.
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Homes that are not in Gwynedd 
 
You do not have to choose to live in a home in Gwynedd, you can choose 
a home anywhere in England, Scotland or Wales. If Gwynedd Council has 
agreed to pay for your care entirely or jointly with you, usually the highest 
fee that is paid is the standard fee which has been set by the Local 
Authority in the County where the home is located. 
 
Additional Costs 
 
Sometimes some homes in the independent sector will charge additional 
costs. Usually this will happen because they do not accept the standard fee 
that Gwynedd Council pays. Or, they can offer rooms or a service over 
and above the standard requirement.  
 
It is important for you to understand that Gwynedd Council will pay no 
more than the standard fee. If Gwynedd Council pays for your care 
entirely or jointly with you, your capital and your income will be used to 
reimburse the Council, therefore you will not have money to pay for 
additional costs. 
 
If you choose a home that charges an additional cost you will need to find 
a third party that will be willing to pay the additional cost on your behalf.  
The third party will have to prove to the Council that they have the 
financial means to pay the cost, and sign a contract to confirm this.  
 
The only exception where it is permitted for you to pay an additional cost 
from your own resources is when you have sufficient capital in your 
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property to allow these costs to be deferred against the value of your 
house.    
 
If the Council agrees to commission your care at a care home that charges 
an additional cost, the Council will pay the provider. You, or the third party 
will be required to reimburse the Council for the full amount of the 
additional cost. 
 
Other Costs 
 
Generally, the standard fee will pay for everything that a care home would 
be expected to provide.  The home should not ask you for any additional 
money, except for additional things that you will choose to have, such as 
newspapers, trips or hairdressing costs.   
 
If you are unsure who should pay for a specific service or item, contact 
your Social Worker.  If the home charges a fee for something additional, 
they should let you know before you move in. 
 
Assessing your financial means - How much you will have 
to pay 
 
It is your responsibility to ask Gwynedd Council for financial support to 
pay for your care. It is very important for you to understand that how 
much you have to pay depends on your financial means. So that your 
means can be assessed, Gwynedd Council will ask you to submit an 
application form declaring all of your capital, assets and income.  Based on 
the information submitted by you, Gwynedd Council will determine how 
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much you will have to pay.   
 
The rules that steer the result of your financial assessment are numerous 
and very detailed. As a result it will not be possible to explain them in this 
leaflet. However, the procedure that is followed can be briefly explained as 
follows: 
 
1) The Council will examine your capital and your assets. If these are 

worth more than the 'Capital Limit' then you will be expected to pay 
for your care in full. The 'Capital Limit' is a figure that is determined by 
Welsh Government. The specific figure is noted in 'Appendix B' at the 
end of this booklet.   

 
2) If the total of your Capital is below the ‘Capital Limit’, the amount you 

will have to pay will depend on your income. All the income that you 
receive, with some exceptions, is taken into consideration. The Welsh 
Government has calculated a figure called the 'Minimum Income 
Amount'. This is the weekly amount from your income that you are 
allowed to keep. The current relevant figure is noted in 'Appendix B' at 
the end of this booklet.  

 
Gwynedd Council recommends that everyone who considers receiving 
care in a residential or nursing home asks for an assessment of their 
means to pay before gaining access to the home. Your Social Worker can 
refer you to the Income and Welfare Team for support.  
 
The Income and Welfare Team has officers who can meet with you and 
explain the financial assessment procedure and help you to complete your 
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application for financial support from the Council.  The officers can also 
help you apply for benefits and ensure that you maximise your income.      
 
What information will I have to provide?  
 
Your application for financial support will require you to note the details of 
all your income and capital, including details of your property assets.  All 
the questions should be answered as accurately and fully as possible. 
You will be required to provide copies of bank statements and 
confirmation of ownership of any asset or income that you have.   
 
If you have appointed someone to act on your behalf it will be necessary 
for you to provide proof that this person does have the legal right to act. 
You will need to provide copies of any ‘Registered Power of Attorney’, 
‘Court of Protection Deputy Order’ or any other formal arrangement. 
Without written permission or formal confirmation we cannot discuss 
your financial matters with anyone else except you.  
 
It is essential that we receive your application form for financial support as 
soon as possible with all the information that is needed. Once the form is 
returned to the Income and Welfare Team, your financial assessment will 
be calculated.  You will then be informed how much you will be required to 
pay. 
 
Property 
 
The value of your property is treated as capital in your financial 
assessment. In accordance with the Welsh Government’s regulations, the 
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Council must disregard the value of your main home when assessing your 
contribution towards respite care and temporary care costs and for a 
period of twelve weeks from the date of your admittance to permanent 
care.  
 
If you are the joint owner of a property, only the value of your part will be 
considered.   
 
In some circumstances the Council may be able to disregard the value of 
your property. It is important that you let us know who lives in a property 
and how long they have lived there. 
 
After twelve weeks of permanent care the value of your property will be 
treated as capital in your financial assessment. It is likely that this will mean 
that the value of your assets will be above the capital limit. As a result, you 
will be asked to pay for your care in full. 
 
If your property is your only asset, and you do not have any cash to pay 
the full cost then you will have to consider what to do with your property. 
Some people will be willing to sell their property, others will not.  If you 
are unwilling to sell your property the Council can offer you a 'Deferred 
Payments Plan'.  
 
Deferred Payments Plan 
Through this plan the Council permits you to defer paying a share of the 
cost of your care. This share equates to the difference between the full 
cost of your care and the contribution that you can make from your 
income.  
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In order to take advantage of this plan you will have to sign a contract with 
the Council and give the Council permission to place a charge against your 
property that will protect the increasing debt. You will have to pay interest 
on the debt.  
 
Full details of this plan are available from the Income and Welfare Team. 
 
Trial Period 
 
The first four weeks of a permanent placement will be treated as a trial 
period. During this time you will be charged as a permanent resident and 
will be liable to pay the full cost, or a lesser amount, if it is determined by 
your financial assessment. If you decide during this time that you do not 
want to stay contact your Social Worker. 
 
Respite and Temporary Care 
 
Respite care is defined by the Council as a period of care that is arranged 
with pre-determined start and end dates.  Temporary care is defined as a 
short period of care that is arranged with the intention that the service 
user will return home.  
 
Your contribution towards the cost of your respite/temporary care during 
the first eight weeks is determined in accordance with the rules that are 
relevant to non-residential care assessments.  This means that the weekly 
fee is limited to the maximum weekly payment set by Welsh Government 
for all non-residential services.  The weekly maximum payment for 
respite/temporary care (periods less than eight weeks) are noted in 
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Appendix B at the end of this sheet. For the purpose of all non-residential 
charging a week begins on a Monday and ends on a Sunday.  This means 
that should your respite care start on a Saturday and end on a Tuesday you 
will have incurred charges in two separate weeks.  
 
Absence from the Home 
 
If you want to leave the home after the four week “trial period” you 
should contact your Social Worker.  The Council has to give seven days 
notice to end your stay in the Care Home and a Service Review meeting 
will take place.  
 
If you choose to move to another Care Home before the end of the seven 
days notice period, the Council may expect you to pay the full cost of the 
new Care Home until the notice period has expired.  
 
If you are asked to leave your Care Home contact your Social Worker.  You 
do not have to leave until your Social Worker has made alternative 
arrangements for you.  The Care Home is required to give you seven days 
notice. 
 
If you have a temporary absence from the Care Home they will inform the 
Council within one working day.  
    
If you are absent from the care home for whatever reason you must 
continue to pay. Gwynedd Council's current agreement with the care 
homes requires Gwynedd Council to pay the full cost for the first 
fortnight of any absence.  80% of the cost for the following fortnight, and if 
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there is no agreement to retain the room for a longer period the 
agreement will come to an end. You will have to make arrangements to 
collect your property and clear your room.  
 
It is important for you to understand, if Gwynedd Council is paying for 
your care, you are required to pay your usual contribution to the Council. 
The reduction to 80% will not apply to your contribution if you do not 
usually pay more than 80% of the full cost.   
 
Terminating an Agreement 
You can bring the agreement to end by giving seven days written notice to 
the Council and the care home.  Your usual contribution will be payable for 
this period.  
 
Payment arrangements 
Your contribution is payable from the first day of your care at the home. 
You will usually receive a monthly invoice.  You can choose to pay the 
invoice via direct debit, cheque, or by phone with a credit or debit card. 
The Council recommends if possible that you agree to pay via direct debit 
as it is usually less likely that payments will be missed and will avoid the 
need for the Council to send out reminder letters.  
 
The same arrangements will also apply to any third party that assumes 
responsibility for any additional cost.  
 
Care Home Contracts 

If you have the means to pay for your care in full, and if you choose a 
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home in the independent sector, you can arrange a contract directly with 
the home. In these circumstances you will pay the care home directly 
without any intervention from Gwynedd Council. However, if you wish, 
Gwynedd Council can arrange your contract on your behalf with the 
independent care home. 
 
If Gwynedd Council agrees to arrange the care on your behalf, these 
arrangements will be made under Gwynedd Council's standard contract 
terms with the providers. There will be two legal agreements that will 
apply to you in regards to your contract - the Individual Placement 
Agreement and the Pre Placement Agreement. 
 
- Individual Placement Agreement 

This agreement is made between you (your relative or representative 
may do this for you), and the Council and the Care Home. If a third 
party has agreed to pay an additional cost on your behalf for your care, 
they will also need to sign this agreement. When you have read this 
agreement you will be asked to sign it. Once you have signed this 
agreement it means that you agree to your Care Plan and the Terms 
and Conditions under which you will live at the Care Home. 

 
- Pre Placement Agreement  

This agreement is between the Council and your Care Home and 
covers all the people who live in that home who receive funding from 
the Council. It sets out the terms, conditions and standards agreed by 
the Care Home and Council to provide care and accommodation for 
people who are funded by the Council.  
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You will receive a copy of your Individual Placement Agreement and 
you can ask for a copy of the Pre Placement Agreement from the 
Council’s Contract’s Unit. 

  
Some people may not be interested in reading contracts and choose 
not to.  However, we would encourage you to do so as there are some 
contract terms and conditions you and / or your relative or 
representative need to be aware of.  This includes things like paying 
your contribution and how much notice you have to give if you want to 
move out.  

 
Additional Agreements   
 
When you go to live at your Care Home, you may be asked to sign an 
agreement which covers other things like:- 
 
• your room  

• your use of other room(s) 

• who holds the keys to your room 

• can you keep pets 

• when and how you make payments.  
 
Lack of Co-operation, Deprivation and Debts 

Gwynedd Council extends an invitation to every service user to apply for 
financial support from the Council to pay for their Residential and Nursing 
care. However, if it becomes apparent to the Council that you are 
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deliberately delaying the financial assessment process , or you refuse to 
declare your financial details fully, the Council will charge you the full fee 
for your care. 
  
If it comes to the Council's attention that you have disposed of any asset 
before or after you gained access to the home with the intention of 
avoiding paying for your care, the Council can pursue you, or the person 
who has received the asset for the money that is deemed to be owed.  
 
Should you refuse to pay the designated contribution for your care the 
Council can pursue you and your representatives (if applicable) via the 
County Court to secure the payment.  
 
Reviewing your contribution 

Financial assessments are updated at least every April to reflect annual 
changes to national benefits. In addition, the standard fee that the Council 
pays for your care can also change. Should there be any change to your 
contribution you will receive a letter notifying you of the change.  
 
Should you wish to ask for a review of your financial assessment you can 
do so at any time by contacting the Income and Welfare Team.   
 
Should you wish to appeal to decrease your designated contribution for 
any reason the Income and Welfare Team can provide you with guidance 
on how to do this.

Your Information 

Your personal information 
Gwynedd Council will be responsible for your personal information. 

 
Why do we need your information? 
We are collecting your information to enable us to complete a financial 
assessment on your behalf, should you wish for us to do so.  
 
Justification for using your information 
The Council is collecting your personal information either because it has a 
duty or a legal right to do so; in order to perform a task which is for the 
public benefit; or because you have given your permission. The legal term 
for this is legal basis of processing. 
 
In this case, the Council is using your personal information as it is 
undertaking a task which is for the public benefit. 
 
The Council will not use your information in order to make automated 
decisions or to profile. 
 
Who else will be receiving your information 
We will not be sharing your information with any other organisation. 
We will not transfer your information to any other country. 
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For how long will we be keeping your information 
We will be keeping your information for as long as is necessary.
