Re: Increasing the capacity of Ysgol y Faenol

On 24 January 2019, the Governing Body of Ysgol Y
Faenol approved the proposal to increase the
capacity of Ysgol Y Faenol to 315 pupils, with the
intention of implementing the proposal on 1
September 2021.

Unfortunately, due to the impact of the Covid-19
pandemic on construction work over the last 18
months, and its impact on the construction programme
schedule, in accordance with Section 55 (3) of The
School Standards and Organisation (Wales) Act 2013,
the implementation of the proposal will have to be
deferred to 25 April 2022.

The reason for this delay is that implementing the
proposal on the originally stated date would be
unreasonably difficult, as construction will not be
completed until the spring term of 2022, due to the
impact of the Covid-19 pandemic on the construction
programme and the schedule.
