Gwynedd Council’s notice advising that it has made a new parking order at Dinas Dinlle, 
Caernarfon, Gwynedd LL54 5TW 

Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (the Act) 

Gwynedd Council Dinas Dinlle (Off Street Parking Places) Order 2026 (the parking order) 

Gwynedd Council (the Council) is the order making authority, and on 16th February 
2026 it made the parking order, and the same shall come into force  on 2nd March 2026. 
The intention in making the parking order is that the Council shall manage parking and 
charge a prescribed parking fee on the parking places that adjoin the main highway at 
Dinas Dinlle, and as shown by red edging on the order map.  

The classes of vehicles that are allowed to park at the parking places are: motor cars, 
motor bikes, light vehicles carrying goods, electric vehicles, electric motor bikes, and 
motorhomes (but overnight parking is not allowed).   

The charging regime applies to the above classes of vehicles, and the table below gives 
details of the prescribed charges. These are subject to change, but only by means of a 
prior variation notice.

The summer season: the inclusive period 
between 1st March until 31st October, 
and daily between 9:00am until 5:00pm 
Standard charge:

Motorhomes  The standard fee, and in the event of the 
vehicle occupying two or more parking 
places then a fee will be charged for each

The completed parking order and the schedules thereto and the Council’s Statement of 
Reasons for making the parking order have been placed on deposit for free public 
inspection at Siop Gwynedd, Castle Street, Caernarfon, Gwyned between 9:00am and 
4:00pm daily between Monday to Friday. The documents will also be available at 
Penygroes Library during its normal opening hours. Also they can be seen by visiting 
Gwynedd Council’s website and following: Residents, Parking roads and travel, Traffic 
Regulation Orders. Or one can apply by sending a message to  
Morwrol@gwynedd.llyw.cymru. 

Should any person wishes to question the valiadity of the parking order or of any of its 
provisions on the grounds that it or they are not within the powers conferred by the Act  
or of any instrument made under the Act has not been complied with , that person may, 
within 6 weeks from the date on which this notice is published , apply for the purpose to 
the High Court.
